“True distractions include anything (even a good thing) that veils our 
spiritual eyes from the shortness of time and from the urgency of the 
season of heightened expectation as we await the summing up of all   
history.”  

These two quotes are from Tony Reinke in his book, 12 Ways Your 
Phone is Changing You.  I am only a few chapters in this book, and I am 
honestly reading it slowly because it keeps offending me.  Distractions 
are not new, but our cell phones are a powerful new breed of              
distraction.  Actually, I would have probably finished this book last week 
if I spent as much time reading as I do being distracted.
