A Note from the Pastor…                                          
Last week we began looking at conflict and how to 
handle conflict Biblically.  When we do find ourselves 
involved in some conflict or disagreement, the first 
thing we need to do is to go to the other person   
involved and have a humble conversation.  In many 
cases, our conflict is actually a misunderstanding. 
With that in mind, we need to understand that our 
attitude toward the other person and our               
expectations as to how this conflict will be resolved 
will have a great impact on the outcome of the    
conversation.  If we open the conversation in a way 
that is haughty or condescending and expect the 
other person to fall to their knees in repentance, we 
will probably be disappointed.  

The type of conflict will also have an impact on our 
conversation.  If the person has sinned against us 
(they stole, slandered, etc.) the conversation will be 
different from the conversation with the person with 
whom we have had a disagreement of conscience/ 
liberty (the Biblical example of this is eating meat 
sacrificed to idols, cf. 1 Cor. 10).  In cases of          
conscience where someone did something that is 
not sinful but is offensive, we don’t have the right to 
expect that they would change.  I would hope that 
they would see their offense, but they may not. 
Please understand, I am speaking of conflict           
between believers in the church. 

Why should we not expect them to bow to our     
sensitivities because the submission that we are   
expecting from them is also the submission we 
should be yielding to them.  Philippians 2.3 calls us 
to defer to others over our personal ambition or 
preferences.  As we approach people who have 
offended us, we should (1) genuinely seek to         
understand why they did what they did (2) submit 
ourselves to them, loving them more than we love 
our right to be offended.  In an ideal world, both  
parties will place the other’s needs above their own 
and will mutually submit to one another by finding a 
win-win situation. 

Great things are happening here. I look forward 
to seeing you this Sunday.
