We all have things that we are good at and things 
that we struggle with.  We all have tasks that we 
must accomplish which we approach with joy or 
with dread.  It is amazing how God has uniquely 
wired us all with different personalities and 
strengths.  God made me an introvert.  Many 
people think that introverts are painfully shy.  In 
reality, the difference between introverts and 
extroverts is the way that they find energy.
